All councilmen shall maintain their primary residence within the City during their
term of office. Ward councilmen shall not maintain their primary residence outside
the ward in which they were elected for more than sixty (60) consecutive days in any
twelve-month period. The sixty (60) consecutive days shall begin on the date of
actual removal from the ward in which they were elected. For the purpose of this
section, primary residence shall mean a person’s usual or customary place of abode
where the individual lives and regularly stays; it shall not mean a "legal", "voting" or
other address where the person does not actually live. Councilmen who move their
primary residence shall notify the Clerk of Council within seven (7) days of such
move.
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Councilmen shall not hold any other municipal employment during their term of
office. The qualifications for those appointed to Council shall be the same as for
those elected. If any council member shall cease to possess any of the qualifications
for such office, he shall forthwith forfeit his office.

therein for the safe and efficient flow of pedestrian and vehicular traffic adjacent to the
development area and to provide adequate parking for the proposed development,
notwithstanding the provisions, if any, of any other ordinance, a copy of which Contract
is on file in the office of the Clerk of Council and marked with the same number as this
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ordinance, which Contract this Council hereby finds and determines to be satisfactory.
The Mayor and Director of Community Development are hereby authorized and directed
to execute said Contract on behalf of the City in substantially the form on file with the
Clerk, together with such revisions or additions thereto as are approved by the Mayor,
Director of Community Development and Director of Law, and are consistent with the
objectives and requirements provided in this ordinance. The Mayor is authorized to
execute and deliver such deed or deeds and purchase and accept delivery of such
easements as are necessary to carry out such Contract, and the Mayor and Director of

AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO ENTER
INTO A COMMUNITY REINVESTMENT AREA AGREEMENT
WITH RIVER FALLS PROPERTY III, LLC AND DECLARING
AN EMERGENCY.

WHEREAS, the City of Cuyahoga Falls designated an O.R.C. Chapter 3735
Community Reinvestment Area by virtue of Ordinance No. 95-2004 to encourage the
development of real property within the Cuyahoga River Community Reinvestment Area;
and,

WHEREAS, the City of Cuyahoga Falls has designated a certain area within the City
that has been certified by the State of Ohio as a Community Reinvestment Area enabling it
to exempt certain real property taxes imposed on industry provided said industry creates or
retains jobs and makes a significant investment within the certified zone; and

WHEREAS, the City Council and the Administration wish to provide assistance to
River Falls Property III, LLC to construct an approximate 80 room, eight story hotel on
parcel 02.18226 also known as Front & Center Urban Renewal Parcel 107R.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Cuyahoga Falls,
County of Summit, and State of Ohio, that:

Section 1. That the Mayor is hereby authorized to enter into a Community
Reinvestment Area (CRA) Agreement with River Falls Property III, LLC, consistent with the
terms in the proposed CRA Application attached hereto as Exhibit A, to provide real
property tax relief at the percentage and length of abatement as stipulated in said
Application to benefit the City and being consistent with the objectives of this ordinance.

Section 2. That Council further authorizes the Mayor, Director of Finance, Director of
Community Development, Director of Law and any other city officials, individually and /or
collectively as may be appropriate, to prepare and execute such other documents and do
other things as are necessary for or incidental to carrying out the requirements of this
legislation consistent with the terms of the attached Application.

Section 3. That any ordinances or resolutions or portions of ordinances and resolutions
inconsistent herewith be and the same are hereby repealed, but any ordinances and
resolutions not inconsistent herewith and which have not previously been repealed are
hereby ratified and confirmed.

Section 4. That it is found and determined that all formal actions of this Council
concerning and relating to the adoption of this ordinance were adopted in an open meeting
of this Council, and that all deliberations of this Council and of any of its committees that
resulted in such formal action, were in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all
legal requirements, to the extent applicable, including Chapter 107 of the Codified
Ordinances.
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Section 5. That this ordinance is hereby declared to be an emergency measure
necessary for the preservation of the public peace, health, safety, convenience and welfare
of the City of Cuyahoga Falls and the inhabitants thereof, and provided it receives the
affirmative vote of two thirds of the members elected or appointed to Council, it shall take
effect and be in force immediately upon its passage and approval by the Mayor; otherwise it
shall take effect and be in force at the earliest period allowed by law.
